SCENE: INSIDE JERUSALEM'S ITN LUNCHTIME NEWSROOM AND OUTSIDE 
THE TOMB IN THE GARDEN OF GETHSEMANE  

CUE MUSIC  

Newscast er Hello, this is Jerusalem's ITV lunchtime's news desk.  My name is Roger 
Mc Donald .  Right this minute we are receiving unconfirmed reports that 
the body of Jesus, who was crucified on Friday, is no longer in the tomb 
and, in fact, it appears to have disappeared!!!   

We are now going straight over to our outside reporter, Anne Announcer.  
Hello Anne ar e you r eceiving me?  

Anne  I am indeed.   Hello everyone.  I'm standing here in the garden outside the 
tomb where the body of Jesus was placed two days ago and I can, indeed, 
now confirm the reports are true. The body has disappeared.  I'm just 
making my way over to speak to two of the guards who were amongst 
those responsible for guarding the tomb.   

Hello, there.  Firstly, can I ask why you had to guard a dead body?  This 
body, was dead, was it not?  

1st Guard Of cour se, he was dead! We Romans know how t o execut e people. He was 
more than dead, he was, well, dead dead.

1st Guard (behind the back of 2nd Guard) Well, there were rumours that this man's 
friends might try to take the body, so our boss said  you get down there, 
cause you r e t he best , and make sur e t hat it doesn t happen  

Anne So, is that what happened? They came to steal the body?  

2nd Guard No Comment!  

1st Guard Of course not! Look at these muscles, do you really think that a bunch of 
tax collectors and fishermen would take us on

2nd Guard (Nudge...)  No Comment!  

1st Guard Yeh no comment  

Anne (Br ain t icking over ).  Obviously, somet hing happened her e, t he body' s 
gone!  So, if was it not his friends, what, or who moved the stone?  

1st Guard Well... there was this angel... (nudge...).. shhhh  

2nd Guard Shhhh, Don t t ell em  

Anne So, can you comment on the angel then?  

1st Guard Well, this angel came and rolled the stone away  

2nd Guard No comment!  

Anne ... Ahh, an angel, a little angel? (1st guard waves arms to indicate size of 
angel) a big angel? A huge angel?  

1st Guard No, a huge angel it came and rolled the stone away.  A little angel, do you 
t hink we would r un away f r om a lit t le angel?  I t was a huge angel and we 
ran away.  

Anne So you ran away!  

1st Guard So would you if you had been here!  it was a huge angel!  

2nd Guard No comment!  That is all we are prepared to say.  
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1st Guard Clear of f .  No comment ! You t hink you ll get me t o t alk. Huh! Thank you  

Anne Ooooo!  Anyway, over her e we have Mar y Magdalene who, I believe, was a 
great friend of Jesus.  Can you tell us what this Jesus was like?  

Mary He was wonderful, marvellous, and a great friend to a nobody like me and 
he really made me feel like a somebody!  

Anne And you came down here to the garden this morning? Is that right?  

Mary Well, we could not believe that they had crucified him, Him of all people!  
They did not even give us chance to bury him properly. So, this morning we 
just had to come down to the tomb.  

Anne Why?  

Mary We just wanted to be near Him one more time. We did not know how we 
were going to get past the guards.  Anyway, when we got there, everything 
had changed!

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Newscaster Wow, thank you very much for that ground breaking news.  So they are
